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PRESIDENTS OF KAZAKHSTAN AND  
THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL HELD TALKS 

 

On April 2, President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev held telephone 
conversation with President of the European Council Charles Michel. The parties discussed 
situation on the spread of coronavirus infection in the world, and joint measures to eliminate its 
consequences. 
In particular, S. Michel praised the practical actions and decisions of the President of Kazakhstan to 
prevent further spread of COVID-19 in the country. According to him, Kazakhstan is an extremely 
important partner of the EU in Central Asia. In this regard, the participation of Kazakhstan in 
international and regional efforts in the fight against coronavirus is of great importance and is fully 
supported by Brussels. 
Mr. Michel also highlighted the anti-crisis measures undertaken by the President of Kazakhstan 
aimed at supporting small and medium-sized businesses, providing employment and fulfilling social 
obligations to the population. K. Tokayev said that Kazakhstan is taking decisive steps to ensure the 
socio-economic stability of the state. 
During the conversation, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev expressed his readiness to support the initiative 
of the UN Secretary General Antonio Guterres to promote a humanitarian plan on fight against 
coronavirus, including attracting international funding ($5 trillion) to help the most vulnerable 
countries in the world. 
In addition, the parties exchanged views on the current state and prospects of development of 
Kazakh-European relations, including the implementation of a new Agreement on Enhanced 
Partnership and Cooperation “RK-EU”. At the end of negotiations, the interlocutors focused on 
pressing issues of regional and global agenda. In particular, S. Michel inquired about the prospects 
for conducting inter-Syrian negotiations within the Astana format. For his part, K. Tokayev 
confirmed the readiness of Kazakhstan to provide a platform for organizing the next round of 
negotiations that complement the Geneva process for a peaceful settlement in Syria. 
The telephone conversation was initiated by the European side. 
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NEGOTIATIONS OF PRESIDENTS OF 
TURKMENISTAN AND TATARSTAN  

 
 
On April 2, a telephone conversation between President of Turkmenistan Gurbanguly 
Berdimuhamedov and President of the Republic of Tatarstan (Russian Federation) Rustam 
Minnikhanov took place. 
G. Berdimuhamedov congratulated R. Minnikhanov on Novruz holiday and addressed the wishes of 
prosperity to people of fraternal Tatarstan. Then, the parties discussed steps to advance the 
agreements reached earlier, confirming the willingness to further intensify cooperation in a wide 
range of areas. 
An example of the effective use of existing opportunities is the long-term mutually beneficial 
partnership of Turkmenistan with the largest companies of Tatarstan - the automotive giant 
KamAZ, Tatneft OJSC, Kazan Helicopter Plant and many other enterprises. So, for example, 
Tatneft is carrying out modernization of fuel and energy facilities, discussing the possibility of 
developing the shelf of the Turkmen sector of Caspian Sea. 
The parties also noted the importance of building contacts in cultural and humanitarian sphere. In 
this context, the Turkmen leader expressed gratitude for care shown to students studying in higher 
educational institutions of Tatarstan. 
In addition, the sides discussed the situation of the coronavirus pandemic, which has a negative 
impact on the world economy, and in particular, the production of medical supplies to prevent its 
spread. 
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SOORONBAY JEENBEKOV HELD  
TALKS WITH CYRIL MULLER 

 
 
On April 1, President of the Kyrgyz Republic Sooronbay Jeenbekov discussed current issues with 
the representative of the World Bank for Europe and Central Asia, Mr. Cyril Muller by telephone. 
During the conversation, officials touched on the topic of mutual partnership, and also discussed 
joint measures taken to combat the spread of COVID-19 infection. 
S. Jeenbekov said that it was necessary to join forces of countries to prevent further spread of the 
pandemic. In addition, the President of Kyrgyzstan invited the World Bank to provide financial 
assistance to Kyrgyzstan to maintain the country's economic situation in connection with the current 
situation. 
In his turn, C. Muller confidently noted that the bank, along with other financial enterprises, 
intended to make maximum efforts to overcome the consequences that arose due to the virus 
epidemic. 
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88 COUNTRIES ASKED FOR HELP FROM TURKEY 

 

The present situation related to the coronavirus pandemic (Covid-19) forced 88 countries to ask 
Turkey for help.  They requested them to provide necessary medical equipment and facilities. This 
was announced by Minister of Health of the Republic of Turkey Fahrettin Koca during a video 
conference with the Director of the World Health Organization for the European Region Hans 
Kluge. 
The parties discussed current situation in the world in connection with Covid-19 and signed a 
memorandum of cooperation between Turkey and the WHO Regional Office for Europe for 2020 
and 2021. 
H. Kluge expressed gratitude to Turkey for support provided to a number of countries in the fight 
against Covid-19, including Italy and Spain. According to him, in order to combat Covid-19, the 
world community must mobilize its efforts. 
The head of the Turkish Ministry of Health said that intensive care units in Turkish medical 
institutions are 62 percent full. “Turkey fully meets its own needs for medical equipment, the 
situation in our country is much better than in Europe,” F. Koca said. According to him, many 
foreign countries are requesting humanitarian assistance from Turkey to combat Covid-19. 
“To date, Turkey has provided about 30 countries with necessary medical supplies. The last request 
for 2 million medical masks came from Germany. Turkey will satisfy this request in coming days. 
Great Britain has also asked for help from Ankara, we will assist this country within our capabilities. 
In general, 88 countries asked Turkish authorities for help,” the minister said. 
F. Koca noted that eliminating the Covid-19 epidemic can be reached scientifically, and this requires 
research, data and cooperation. 
Following the conference, a memorandum of cooperation was signed. 
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HUNGARIAN MINISTER OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS

Minister of Foreign Affairs and Trade of Hungary Peter Szijjarto thanked Turkey for supporting his 
country in the fight against a new type of coronavirus. 
As P.Szijjarto wrote on his official Facebook page, Hungary recently asked the Turkic Council for 
help in preventing the spread of coronavirus, after that Turkey approved the export of 8 tons of raw 
materials for sewing medical masks, and Uzbekistan sent 150 thousand masks. 
“The support of Turkish and Uzbek governments is very important. We are grateful to them. A 
friend in need is a friend indeed,” P. Szijjarto said. 
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UZBEKISTAN SENT HUMANITARIAN ASSISTANCE 
TO KYRGYZSTAN 

 
 
On April 2, humanitarian aid from Uzbekistan was sent to Kyrgyz city of Osh by the initiative of the 
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan Shavkat Mirziyoyev. 
In total, 17 wagons of humanitarian cargo arrived from Uzbekistan. In particular, 1 thousand tons of 
flour, 7 thousand protective overalls, 7 thousand respirators, 20 thousand gloves, 500 protective 
glasses, 200 pyrometers were transferred to the Kyrgyz side. 
The ceremony of transfering humanitarian aid took place at the Osh railway station; official 
representative of the Government of Kyrgyzstan in the Osh region, Uzarbek Zhylkybaev, the 
Deputy Minister of Emergency Situations of the country Ravshan Rysbaev, other officials, and the 
media attended the ceremony. 
During the event, U. Zhylkybaev noted that the Kyrgyz side highly appreciated this support by the 
leadership of Uzbekistan. On behalf of the leadership of Kyrgyzstan, he expressed deep gratitude 
for assistance provided by fraternal Uzbek people, what meets the spirit of the current level of 
confidential relations between the heads of two states, as well as mutually beneficial and developing 
cooperation between Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan. 
According to sources, by order of the head of the Ministry of Emergency Situations of Kyrgyzstan, 
the transport and base of this department to carry out work on the reception and delivery of 
humanitarian cargo in all regions of the country were prepared. 
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AZERBAIJAN IS FREE FROM OBLIGATIONS 
 TO LIMIT OIL PRODUCTION 

 
 
On April 1, the deadline for execution of the “Declaration of Cooperation”, signed on December 6, 
2019, related to the reduction of daily oil production by OPEC+ by 1.7 million barrels, expired. 
During this period, Azerbaijan fully complied with its obligations under the “Declaration of 
Cooperation” in the amount of 27,000 barrels. In January-March, the country's daily oil production 
amounted to approximately 754 thousand barrels. Azerbaijan will carry out oil production in 
accordance with the plan for 2020 and the current situation. 
Azerbaijan is a consistent supporter of stabilization of the global oil market; in this regard, it directly 
took part in the consultations held in March to reach an agreement between OPEC+ countries. 
Azerbaijan will continue its cooperation with oil producing countries in the OPEC+ format. 
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
